Creators Lab, an incubation space for the development of original
theatrical works by emerging creatives.

Over four weeks, these incredible artists worked with SFBATCO's
Literary Manager, Aidaa Peerzada, to excavate their ideas and
transform them into scenes and songs. The cohort of 8 artists
ranges from accomplished Bay Area theatre artists to recent high
school graduates.

The Lab operated in a virtual/in-person hybrid model with virtual
evenings of collective writing and in-person afternoon sessions
of generative exercises and content-sharing among the cohort.
We then found actors and directors to rehearse for a couple hours
and create the presentations you are seeing tonight.
